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Application for use of technical resources outside your program

As a student, you have the opportunity to use technical resources outside of your program area (see "Guidelines for using Technical Resources”). It is your course teacher who assesses whether your project is reasonable based on the course's limitations, if it is inline with the course's purpose and determines whether a request should proceed to a technician.

The following information is requested for the dialouge between student / teacher / technician to make a decision.

Project Description / Purpose. What should be done?

How is the technology need linked to the current course?

How is it supposed to be performed?

Technology / Workshop Needs

Type and estimated amount of time where students need to be in the workshop.

Need for support from technician 

Type of support and estimated time (technical tutorial / intro).

In what timeframe may it be appropriate to be performed?

What experience do you have of working with current technology?

Technicians assess what is possible based on the prerequisites of the current workshop and feedback to students and course managers.

Signature or Email Confirmation from Student, Supervisor / Course Officer, Technician is desirable.

NOTE! Independent use of resources / work processes can require experience equal to independent courses with emphasis on practical methodology. In some cases, a short compulsory course from technicians is not enough. It is therefore important that the description of what you need is as relevant as possible so the workflow is functional, both for you and other students.
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
